Never has
been - never will be. As we know markets fluctuate. Unlike the thoughts of some we believe this is a great
time to be in the cattle business. It's the time to build for the future. Never mind stocks and bonds or mutal
funds think cows and bulls. Last fall at the Northern Stars Pen Show & Sale we purchased our kids a pen of
5 heifer calves for $3500. Our kids are 6 and 3 and give those heifers 10 to 15 years to do their thing it will
all be real good! That same day we heard the comment that people couldn't justify buying Fred and Rita
vandeLigt's heifers at $1100. How about owning them for 12 years and see! Feet, legs, udders and fertility
are assetts to build on.

It is a pleasure to have Gary and Glenda Mosher as a guest consignor this year. They have assem-
bled an awesome Red Angus cowherd. We share a lot of the same thoughts on the production of these cat-
tle and certainly look forward to working with them.

On March 1st we will offer a group of functional bulls with longevity. Not only longevity from the blood
that runs through their veins, but the herds that have raised them. We welcome your appraisal of the bulls
and are confident we have the product to improve your profitability and longevity. Come for great bulls, stay
for great friends and great fun.

My T houghts On Bulls and Combines

In the fall of 1982 | purchased a heifer calf Ed Rene Black Velvet 38P for $1600. Other heifers
were selling for $1000. She was tied for the high selling female of that sale. She produced for us until she was 18 and
today over 1/3 of our herd traces back to her. In 1982 people thought | was crazy when | also purchased a 600 Ib Angus X
Limo steer calf for $1.40/lb when calves weré selling for $1.00. The next year | had District 4-H Grand Champion Steer and
he sold for over ~ $3 000. See the pattern here - good cattle have made me money!

Every grain farmer can't justify buying a $250 000 combine. While Farmer A has the biggest, most efficient com-
bine: Farmer B chooses to work with a cheaper combine that when well maintained serves him very well. Farmer C, how-
ever, chooses 10 work with a cheaper combine that constantly requires repairs, burns more fuel and leaves more grain
behind in the field. A combine is a major investment and is maybe the most important purchase to a grain operation. The
key is to buy the pest combine you can justify, maintain it properly and it will serve you well and be profitable for many years.

Every cattleman can't justify buying a $5000 bull. Just like Farmer A, B, and C you need to decide what suits you
pest. The important thing though is just like the role of the combine; a bull is @ major portion of your herd. The key is to buy
the best bulls you can justify, look after them properly and they will serve you well and be profitable for many years.

Many people will agree that a bull is 50% of the herd. While a cow will produce an average of 10 calves in her life-
time, if a bull produces a modest 25 calves per year for 4-6 years that's 100 to 150 calves! Studies have shown that certain
traits are more easily inherited than others. Heritability estimates for some economically important traits are as follows: Birth
Weight 40%, Weaning Weight 30%, Maternal Ability 40%, Feedlot Gain 45%, Efficiency of Gain 40%, Final Feedlot Weight
60%, Rib Eye Area 70%, Tenderness 60%.

If a bull will give you 1 more live calf per year, or an extra 10 Ibs. per calf on 25 calves at weaning, or an extra ¥2 1b.
per day feedlot gain it doesn't take long to figure out why some bulls are worth more than others. When you find a bull that
does more than one of these, or all of them that's what really effects their value. Take into consideration lower vet bills, less
stress in calving season, and things like better feet, udders, and temperament and the difference these things make to your
work load and your profitability and you begin to se€ the value of good bulls.

Most guys who buy a $250,000 combine store itin a shed. If you leave it outside your investment depreciates too quickly.
Other farmers have a $50,000 combine that holds it's value well. Your combine doesn't need to be waxed and polished, but
plow the dust off and give it a little grease and oil. Same with a young pull, bring them in after a reasonable breeding sea-
son and give them good pasture, hay or silage and they'll develop into an athletic, healthy investment like they were bred to
be.

One other thing, just like the combine - the dealership you buy it at makes a big difference to how your investment
evolves. Service and attention to detail are & must. Buy your bulls from a reputable breeder with a proven track record.
